REPORTS AND NEW BUSINESS FROM COMMITTEE LIAISONS, RECEIPT OF 
REPORTS, PETITIONS OR COMMUNICATIONS   

 
Mayor DelCore introduced Dr. Glen Belnay, Health Officer, to speak about the H1N1 virus.  
 
 
Dr. Glen Belnay introduced Deputy Health Officer Siobhan Spano. He stated that within the past six 
weeks, the Hillsborough Health Department had been working closely with the State Department of 
Health as well as the Somerset County Epidemiologist to evaluate the flu like symptoms within the 
community and schools.  
 
Dr. Belnay stated that within the last week, there had been incidences in Sunnymeade Elementary 
School where students have presented flu like symptoms. He stated that some illnesses had been caused 
from sinus colds and strep throat. 
 
Dr. Belnay stated that some cases met the CDC description of flu like symptoms. He stated that four of 
the students tested positive for influenza A. He made note that this test is a generic test and not 
specifically geared towards the H1N1 virus. He stated that these cases were not severe and the students 
all recovered quickly and returned to school.  
 
Dr. Belnay said that the school nurse and principal of the school sent out a letter to the families and also 
helped the Hillsborough Health Department gather three nasal swab samples from the students that had 
to be sent to New Jersey State for analysis. He made note that two of the three were reported to be 
positive for the H1N1 virus.  
 
Dr. Belnay stated that an adult had also been confirmed for the virus in Somerset Medical Center, 
making three confirmed cases for Hillsborough Township.  
 
Dr. Belnay also stated that flu like symptoms at this point in the season will most likely not be the 
typical flu and may be the H1N1 virus.  
 
Dr. Belnay stated that he is not concerned about the rise of the disease as of yet, but stressed the 
importance of being prepared for the fall, when the flu is more susceptible.  
Dr. Belnay stated that the most fundamental advice is for residents to stay home if sick, cover mouth 
when sneezing, wash hands thoroughly etc.  
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Committeeman Ferrera 
 
Committeeman Ferrera stated that the 10-33 benefit for Officer David Wilson will be on Saturday, June 
13th at Cryans Ale House in Bridgewater starting at 8pm till close. He stated that the community has 
been extremely supportive in the past months and hopes to see another large turn out at this event.  
 
Committeeman Ferrera also reported that the Independence Day Family Fun Day with Fireworks will be 
held on Saturday, June 27th at the Auten Road Intermediate School. Committeeman Ferrera gave details 
on this event as well as the Somerset Agricultural Picnic at Duke Farms on July 25th. .  
 
 
Committeewoman McCauley 
 
Committeewoman McCauley reported that the Economic and Business Development Commission has 
put together a plan with Packet Publications for a discounted advertising discount rate for local 
businesses to advertise in the local paper. She stated that the discounted rate for a business is $59.95.  
 

 

Committeeman Suraci 
 
Committeeman Suraci reminded residents that the donation bins around town are strictly for clothing 
donations. He stated that, unfortunately, if residents leave other belongings, such as car seats, these 
items will not be donated to a charitable organization and will likely be thrown out.

He 
stated that the walk is being organized by the Mayors Wellness Coordinator Margo Myer and gave 
details of the event.

PUBLIC HEARINGS 

 

ORDINANCE 2009-21 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 188-52 OF THE CODE OF THE 

TOWNSHIP OF HILLSBOROUGH, TITLED “GRADING AND SOIL 

PROTECTION,” BY ADDING A NEW SUBPARAGRAPH D.  

 
EXPLANATION:  This Ordinance amends Section 188-52 of the Code of the Township of 

Hillsborough, titled “Grading and soil protection”, by adding a new subparagraph D. 
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WHEREAS, it is the purpose of this Ordinance to amend Section 188-52 of the Code of 

the Township of Hillsborough, titled “Grading and soil protection”, by adding a new 

subparagraph D. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township of Hillsborough, Somerset 

County, New Jersey as follows: 

 

SECTION 1. Section 188-52 of the Code of the Township of Hillsborough, titled 

“Grading and soil protection”, is amended by adding the following: 

 

D. Any soil transported into and within the Township of Hillsborough 

will require a certification from an approved laboratory stating that the soil 

is not contaminated, suitable clean material meeting the standards of the 

New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection. The certification must 

be submitted to the Township Engineering Department a minimum of ten 

(10) days prior to anticipated soil transportation. Any soil material 

transported with- out this certification being on file with the Township 

Engineering Department is subject to testing as arranged by the Township 

Engineering Department, at the sole cost and expense of the 

contractor/property owner. Soil grading is also subject to Section 188-85 of 

the Code of the Township. 

 

SECTION 2. Severability. 

 

If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be 

adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, 

clause or provision and the remainder of this Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective. 

 

SECTION 3. Effective Date. 

 

This Ordinance shall take effect as provided by law. 

 

Committeewoman McCauley moved to open the public hearing on Ordinance 2009-21.  Said 

motion was seconded by Deputy Mayor Wagner and carried unanimously by voice vote. 

 

Mayor DelCore stated that this ordinance was introduced a few weeks ago with the idea of protecting 
residents and the environment by requiring testing of any soil brought into the Township from an 
unknown source. 

Mayor DelCore stated that appropriate documentation is provided by the NJDEP for soil material which 
will ensure that the material meets the NJDEP standards. He said that if the documentation is not 
provided, then the soil test will be required.  

Mayor DelCore said any cost associated with the testing will be borne by the contractor or property 
owner that is bringing in the soil. He said that this regulation will ensure that contaminated soil is not 
brought into Hillsborough Township. He also said the regulation is being recommended and 
administered by the Engineering Department of the Township. 

Ms. Susan Fenyar, Millstone River Road, thanked the Township for implementing this Ordinance. She 
asked the Committee if there is a certain quantity of soil that the Township is regulating when coming 
into the town.  

Mr. Davis replied to her question by stating that there will be no regulations on the soil.  
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Mr. Davis also made note that this Ordinance will be applied to businesses as well. 

Committeeman Ferrera moved to close the public hearing on Ordinance 2009-21.  Said motion 

was seconded by Committeeman Suraci and carried unanimously by voice vote. 

 

Committeeman Suraci moved to adopt Ordinance 2009-21.  Said motion was seconded by 

Committeeman Ferrera and carried unanimously upon call of the roll. 

 

ORDINANCE 2009-22 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 

HILLSBOROUGH, COUNTY OF SOMERSET, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, 
BY ADDING A NEW CHAPTER 233 TO REGULATE CLOTHING 

DONATION BINS.  
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Committeewoman McCauley moved to open the public hearing on Ordinance 2009-22.  Said 

motion was seconded by Committeeman Suraci and carried unanimously by voice vote. 

 

Mayor DelCore stated that this ordinance will implement the new state law that requires the regulation 
of charitable clothing bins. He said that this will ensure that those in responsible for the bin will take 
responsibility for keeping the area of the bin cleaned up and to provide charitable information for donors. 
He said the new regulation will require an annual registration with the Zoning Office.  
 
Mayor DelCore stated that any information needed regarding the registered charity benefiting from the 
clothing bin will be required to be displayed on the bin itself. He said that in the case where there is an 
entity other than a registered charity benefiting from the profits of the donations, that information will 
have to be displayed on the bin as well. 
 
Mayor DelCore noted that the registration process had been recommended by the Zoning Office. 

Committeeman Suraci raised questions regarding this ordinance and asked Township Attorney Albert 
Cruz to make modifications, to the ordinance, clarifying that the onus would lay with the owner of the 
bin and not necessarily the charitable organization.   

Due to Committeeman Suraci’s request, it was decided that the public hearing of this ordinance shall be 
continued to a later date.  

 

Deputy Mayor Wagner made a motion to continue public hearing on Ordinance 2009-22 to 

June 23, 2009. Said motion was seconded by Committeewoman McCauley and carried 

unanimously by voice vote.

ORDINANCE 2009-26 CALENDAR YEAR 2009 ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A BUDGET CAP 

BANK. (N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14) FURTHER CONSIDERATION OF THIS 

ORDINANCE AND PUBLIC HEARING WILL BE HELD ON JULY 14, 
2009.  

  
CALENDAR YEAR 2009 

 ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK 
 (N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14) 
 
 WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A:4-45.1 et. seq., provides that in the 
preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said final budget 
appropriations to 2.5% or the cost of living adjustment of 3.5% over the previous years final 
appropriations; and 
 
 WHEREAS, a municipality may, by ordinance, bank the difference between its final budget 
appropriations subject to the 2.5 % cap and the 3.5% cost of living adjustment when said difference is 
not appropriated as part of the final budget; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Hillsborough, County of Somerset, 
hereby determines that this difference in the amount of $514,546.32 that is not appropriated as part of 
the  2009 final budget shall be retained as an exception to the final appropriations in either of the next 
two succeeding years.  
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that any amount authorized hereinabove that is 
not appropriated as part of the 2009 final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation 
in either of the next two succeeding years; and 
  
 BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed 
with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the 
recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption. 
 

Mayor DelCore stated that for the last seven years, a budget cap bank ordinance had been needed for 
authorization as part of the budget process.   

Mayor DelCore explained that state laws allowed the Township to reserve, by ordinance, any unused 
part of the appropriations cap for future use, over the next two years. 

Committeewoman McCauley moved that the aforesaid Ordinance be passed on first reading 

and that the Ordinance be further considered at a public hearing held on July 14, 2009 at 7:30 

p.m.  Said motion was seconded by Committeeman Suraci and unanimously approved upon 

call of the roll.    
 

INTRODUCTION OF MUNICPAL BUDGET 
 

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE INTRODUCTION OF THE 2009 MUNICIPAL BUDGET AND 

SETTING THE PUBLIC HEARING FOR JULY 14, 2009. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township 

of Hillsborough, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, that it does hereby authorize the 

introduction of the 2009 Municipal Budget and sets the public hearing for July 14, 2009. 

 
Mayor DelCore stated that the 2009 Hillsborough municipal budget will cut funding for five full time 
positions which will reduce 34 appropriation line items, and freeze 28 additional appropriation line 
items.  The necessary funding will still be provided to deliver services expected by our residents and to 
meet the duties mandated by the state. 
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Mayor DelCore noted that these cuts have been made in order to cope with the $842,000 reduction in 
state aid and nearly $300,000 in non-tax revenue that is reduced due to the economic conditions. 
 
Mayor DelCore said that the total budget is $28.1 million. He said municipal tax rate will increase by 
1.1 cents, going from 40.8 cents to 41.9 cents. He said that this will represent the $36 increase this year 
on the average assessed property value, as 2.63% increase which is below the rate of inflation. He stated 
that the average bill for the municipal taxes this year will be $1362. 
 
 Mayor DelCore stated that given the reductions made in the budget, there will be no tax increase. He 
said that if the state aid had not been cut so drastically by Trenton within the last two years, there would 
have not been a tax increase at all.  
 
Mayor DelCore said that Hillsborough had received $1,314,000 in state aid in 2007.  He said that this 
year the Township is slated to receive just $427,000. Mayor DelCore made note that with this dramatic 
reduction, local taxes are impacted and there is no way to avoid it.  
 
 Mayor DelCore addressed what the Township had done with the reduction of state aid.  He addressed it 
as the following: 
 

1) The most significant reductions are in personnel costs.  He said that while the Township did not 
undertake layoffs, the Town had eliminated funding for 5 full time positions. 
 

Mayor DelCore stated that the full time municipal workforce today is significantly below the 
number of full time employees in 2002. 

 
Mayor DelCore said this is a clam that he does not believe any other municipality within the 
state of New Jersey could make.  He stated that the Township will continue to cut the workforce 
while asking the employees to take on more responsibilities.  

 
2) The Township had reduced 34 individual budget lines and held steady an additional 28 lines. 
 
3) The debt reduction plan, which had resulted in lower annual interest costs, would be continued.  
 

Mayor DelCore stated that the Committee believed that by reducing the debt would help the 
taxpayers.   

 
4) The pay as you go capital improvement program is also continued for the seventh consecutive year. 
 

Mayor DelCore noted that this is a plan that has paid dividends for taxpayers in avoiding the 
need to budget hundreds of thousands of tax dollars in interest costs. 

 
5) The Town had reduced the capital budget by roughly 30% or approximately 300k  
 

Mayor DelCore said that what this budget does not include is the false economy of the state’s 
pension borrowing scheme which would be a sure financial disaster for next year and in the 
future. 

 
Mayor DelCore then highlighted key points within this budget as follows: 
 

Mayor DelCore stated that it deals with the downturn in revenues due to the economy and the 
loss of state aid. He said that the budget will deal with these points while also providing the 
necessary funding for the Township to continue to meet the public’s demand for services. He 
stated that the responsibilities mandated on the Hillsborough by the state will be accomplished 
while also minimizing the impact on the taxes.  
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Mayor DelCore introduced Chief Finance Officer, Nancy Haberle, to provide the rest of the Committee 
with an overall review of the budget. 
 
Ms. Haberle stated that the 2009 Municipal Budget includes less spending with 34 line items saving the 
Township $881,123 as well as no increases on 28 other line items.  
 
Ms. Haberle stated that one of the challenges is the cut of the state aid for the Townships. She said that 
from 2007 to 2009 the Township’s state aid had been reduced to $842,802. She said that the 2009 
Municipal state aid has been comprised of non tax revenue in the amount of $12, 260, 380 as well as tax 
revenue in the amount of $15,867,369 for a total budget of $28,127,749. 
 
Ms. Haberle stated that this revenue change will result in a tax rate change of 1.1 points which is an 
extra 36 dollars for the average home in 2009. She stated that this is a 2.63 increase which is below the 
3.8 percent inflation increase determined by the US Department of Labor.  
 
Ms. Haberle said that the economic downturn has decreased several items of non tax revenue. She stated 
that the loss of state aid from 2008 to 2009 with no add backs from prior state aid cuts resulted in a 
reduction of over $273,000. She went on to say that interest on investments are lower as well as land 
use fees due to the decreasing number of applications being filed.  
 
Ms. Haberle stated that the Township has applied for additional grant monies but until the 
confirmations are received, the revenues can not be included in this budget. She said that there are some 
areas of non tax revenue where the Township has seen an increase including state energy tax receipts 
and cell tower and construction fees. She stated that the net value of these economic downturn decreases 
and revenue increases is a revenue reduction this year of $445,318.  
 
Ms. Haberle said that the budget by budget function chart shows how the budget dollars are spent. She 
said the largest expenditures are for Police and Public Safety with 7.3 million and insurance and 
pensions with 5.45 million dollars.  
 
Ms. Haberle showed an additional chart that tracks what percentage the budget is spent on these 
functions. She stated that public safety is at 26.3% and Engineering and Public Works at 15.7%, 
insurance and pensions at 19.7% as well as all of the other departments that run the Township.  
 
Ms. Haberle went on to state that the budget by category shows the percentage of each type of 
expenditure with salaries and fringes being the largest portion. She said that the Township chose not to 
participate in the pension borrowing plan. She noted that if the Township did not pay the total payments 
of the plan in 2009, it would have cost the taxpayers nearly 1.6 million dollars in subsequent years 
including an additional expense of over $800,000 in interest over the 15 year repayment period.  
 
Ms. Haberle stated that participating in the pension borrowing plan would have had an immediate effect 
on the 2010 budget. She said that the increase of the pension appropriation from 2009 to 2010 would 
have been $930,000. She said that this would have resulted in a 2.46% tax increase on that single line 
item alone in the 2010 budget.  
 
Ms. Haberle stated that the 3.03% shown is an estimated tax rate until the state and county certify their 
budgets. She said that over 65% of this total property tax bill is for school taxes and over 18% is for 
County taxes. She stated that the Municipal portion for 2009 is less than 14%. 
 
Mayor DelCore stated that this is valuable information and that it would be up on the website for the 
residents.  

 
Committeeman Suraci stated that when the Township went through the budget, there were two options. 
He said that the first option was the easy way out, which would have been the signing up for the pension 
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deferral plan. He stated that this plan allowed for an artificial, unsustainable one year drop in pension 
payments by putting those payments off into the future at an outrageous cost to taxpayers  
 
Committeeman Suraci went on to state that the second option was the more difficult road; however, it is 
in the interest of the taxpayers. He went on to say that this option would have the Township making 
tough business decisions, such as cutting personnel positions, squeezing Departmental budgets, limiting 
capital spending to only the necessary, avoiding costly debt, and minimizing the tax impact. 
  
Committeeman Suraci stated that the cost of pensions is up $330,000 this year. He said that the cost 
increase is beyond our control unless the Township Committee was willing to indebt the taxpayers next 
year and in the future with high interest costs. 
 
Committeeman Suraci stated that the economy has taken its toll on the budget by dropping revenues 
from interest on invested funds $210,000 and fees for land use applications by $70,000. He went on to 
say that the state aid for Hillsborough taxpayers had been cut drastically and unfairly by $842,000. 
 
Committeeman Suraci went on to say that the 2009 budget does have less full time employees than seven 
years ago and funding had been cut for five full time vacant or soon to be vacant positions. He said that 
this is a difficult decision at a time when the local government is being mandated to do more.  
 
Committeeman Suraci made note that the Township is reaching a critical point in having sufficient 
employees deliver services to meet the mandates. He said that personnel costs that are in the form of 
contractual salary increases are one of the key cost factors in the budget and therefore to save taxpayers 
money would be to reduce the personnel.  
 
Committeeman Suraci also went on to note that as of recently, the Township had replaced the full time 
Building Sub Code Official by combing the job with the Fire Sub Code Official at a significant cost 
saving to the Township.  
 
Committeeman Suraci also stated that the township had already combined two positions such as the 
Administrator and the Clerk and the CFO and Tax Collector, which added to the savings.  
 
Committeeman Suraci stated that the Township will continue to look for opportunities to cut positions 
but said that with the rate that Hillsborough is growing more personnel may be needed to operate the 
government and demands of the Township.  
 
Committeeman Suraci said that this budget will freeze 28 appropriation line items at the same level as 
2008. He said it also reduces 34 appropriation line items at a savings of over $880,000. He said those 
reductions will offset the reduction in revenues caused by the economic downturn and the rising cost of 
personnel salaries.  
 
Committeeman Suraci stated the facts of the reductions as the 1.1 cent tax rate change representing a 
2.63% increase which is below all measures for inflation. He said that the increase was minimized by 
making significant budget cuts. 

 
Committeeman Ferrera stated that he felt the $842,000 reduction of the state aid was unfair to 
Hillsborough Township. He stated that he felt the state aid that had been cut was forcing the $36 
increase in taxes.  
 
Committeeman Ferrera stated that, although the State had to make budget cuts because of the economy, 
it seemed as though it is unfair that the taxpayers are being targeted.  
 
Committeeman Ferrera reviewed the significance of the state aid cut to the Hillsborough taxpayers and 
stated that in 2007 Hillsborough received $1,314,000 in state aid and is scheduled to receive $449,000 in 
2009.  
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Committeeman Ferrera then made note that in 2007, the Township received $143,643 in annual 
Legislative Block Grant funding, which had been in place since the early 1990’s. He noted that these 
funds had been eliminated.  
  
Committeeman Ferrera went on to state that in 2007 the Township had $140,000 in Homeland Security 
Police Assistance but these funds have also been eliminated. He also stated that the $84,530 in 
Municipal Property Tax Assistance has been eliminated. He went on to state that the $919,105 in 
Consolidated Municipal Aid had been reduced to $449,000. 
 
 Committeeman Ferrera went on to say that although it may seem that all towns are receiving aid cuts 
because of the economy, this is not true. He stated that according to the April 16, 2009 Courier News, 
the State approved Special Municipal aid to the following cities in the following amounts:  
Camden for $36.35 million, Paterson for $27 million & Jersey City for $5 million. 
 
Committeeman Ferrera stated that these poorly run communities are being rewarded with State Aid. He 
also stated that the Governor’s budget calls for $142 million for the same kind of Special Municipal Aid 
for the same cities in the new state budget. Committeeman Ferrera stated that it is an increase of almost 
$10 million for these towns. He also went on to say that according to the same Courier News story 
reports, the Governor also wants to end audits on the cities receiving this aid.  
 
Committeeman Ferrera stated that the cut in aid to all towns like Hillsborough Township amounted to 
$96 million. He said this is unfair to Townships such as ours. He stated that instead of giving these 
towns extra funds, they could have been allocated to Hillsborough and other communities, which would 
result in a smaller cut in State Aid or possibly none at all, which would in turn, benefit our taxpayers.  
  
Committeeman Ferrera also took the time to commend the members of the Finance Committee for their 
work in dealing with all the loss in funding and finding budget cuts. He stated that although this budget 
makes the Department Heads’ jobs harder, it is what has to be done in order to protect the taxpayers.   
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that, as a new member of the Township Committee and a part of the 
Finance Committee, developing the budget is a real learning experience. She said she had the 
opportunity to delve into the functions of the various departments as a way to understand the demands 
that are placed on Township departments, both by the Township Committee and the State.  
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that she believed there must be reductions in both spending and 
personnel, both of which the Finance Committee have made.   
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that by cutting the funding for five full time positions and cutting 
many Departmental budget accounts, the appropriation for capital improvements have been reduced. 
She said that because of the changes made, it is frustrating that the State does not help the Township 
financially, which in turn hurts the taxpayers.  
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that she wanted to speak about the pension borrowing scheme and 
how the State’s solution was to borrow money to make half the pension payment. She described this, 
stating that the state would borrow $800,000 and pay it back at 8.75% interest, thereby doubling the 
original cost.  
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that as she had pointed out, when this plan was rejected by the 
Township Committee in April, that in the fine print it says the payback may be even higher depending 
on how the pension investments in the stock market go. 
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that it would not be smart to rely on the stock market. She went on 
to say that if the Township did not pay $800,000 in pension payments in 2009, the taxes would have to 
be raised by at least $800,000 just to make next year’s pension payment. 
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Committeewoman McCauley also stated that Hillsborough Township had developed very sound 
principles in budgeting, and paying off debt is the right way to go as well as pay as you go capital 
improvements.  
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that the town goes to great lengths to avoid borrowing and interest 
where it can. She stated that when the Township works hard to do that, it is not fair that the State of 
New Jersey says to go ahead and borrow to pay one year of pension payments.  
 
Committeewoman McCauley stated that the only other towns that are using the pension borrowing 
scheme seem to have been forced. She went on to say that the towns looking for cap waivers from the 
State or Extraordinary State Aid, due to a dire financial situation in the community, have been told by 
the State they must use the pension borrowing or else they will not be considered for the extra aid. 
 
Committeewoman McCauley went on and stated that the towns that are in dire financial condition are 
blackmailed into going further into debt to make their pension payments. 
  
Committeewoman McCauley stated that she is proud that the Hillsborough Township Committee did 
not choose the easy way out.  
  
Committeewoman McCauley stated that as a member of the Finance Committee, she intends to continue 
to monitor the spending closely and to raise questions that are appropriate regarding the spending 
decisions.  
  
Committeewoman McCauley said that as the Township moves forward this year, she intends to work 
closely with the CFO in developing areas of cost savings for our taxpayers. She stated that she has the 
knowledge of how rough the economy is on the people and believes this local government must do their 
part of holding down the impact on the taxpayers.  
  
Committeewoman McCauley also thanked the new CFO Nancy Haberle for her guidance through the 
budget process and for the excellent presentation.  
 
Deputy Mayor Wagner thanked Committeeman Suraci and Committeewoman McCauley as well as Ms. 
Haberle for putting the budget together.  
 
Deputy Mayor Wagner stated that he supported Mayor DelCore’s idea of putting the budget on the 
Township’s website. He stated that this had not been done in the past and it would be useful to the 
public.  
  
Mayor DelCore thanked the Budget Committee for their hard work. He stated that he sat on the 
Committee last year and it is not an easy task.  
 
Mayor DelCore stated that this had been a difficult year to come up with a new budget, but the 
Committee had done a good job.  
  
 Upon motion by Committeeman Suraci, seconded by Committeewoman McCauley, the 

aforesaid resolution was unanimously approved upon call of the roll. 
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CONSIDERATIONS 
 

Mayor DelCore offered the following resolutions: 

1. RESOLUTION FOR SELF-EXAMINATION OF BUDGET. 
 

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-78b has authorized the Local Finance Board to adopt rules 

that permit municipalities in sound fiscal condition to assume the responsibility, normally 

granted to the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, of conducting the annual 

budget examination; and 

 

 WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-7 was adopted by the Local Finance Board on February 11, 

1997; and 

 

 WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.2 through 7.5, the Township of Hillsborough 

has been declared eligible to participate in the program by the Division of Local government 

Services, and the Chief Financial officer has determined that the local government meets the 

necessary conditions to participate in the program for the 2009 budget year. 

 

 NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the governing body of the Township of 

Hillsborough, County of Somerset that in accordance with N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.6a & 7.6b and based 

upon the Chief Financial Officer's certification, the governing body has found the budget has 

met the following requirements: 

 

 1. That with reference to the following items, the amounts have been calculated 

pursuant to law and appropriated as such in the budget: 

  a. Payment of interest and debt redemption charges 

  b. Deferred charges and statutory expenditures 

  c. Cash deficit of preceding year 

  d. Reserve for uncollected taxes 

  e. Other reserves and non-disbursement items 

  f. Any inclusions of amounts required for school  

   purposes. 

 

 2. That the provisions relating to limitation on increases of appropriations 

pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.2 and appropriations for exceptions to limits on appropriations 

found at N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.3 et seq., are fully met (complies with CAP law). 

 

 3. That the budget is in such form, arrangement, and content as required by the 

Local Budget Law and N.J.A.C. 5:30-4 and 5:30-5. 

 

 4. That pursuant to the Local Budget Law: 

 

a. All estimates of revenue are reasonable, accurate and correctly stated, 

  b. Items of appropriation are properly set forth 

  c. In itemization, form, arrangement and content, the budget will  

permit the exercise of the comptroller function within the municipality. 

 5. The budget and associated amendments have been introduced and publicly 

advertised in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Local Budget Law, except that 

failure to meet the deadlines of N.J.S.A. 40A:4-5 shall not prevent such certification. 

 

 6. That all other applicable statutory requirements have been fulfilled. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution will be forwarded to the 

Director of the Division of Local Government Services upon adoption. 
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Mayor DelCore stated that the state law would provide a municipality deemed to be fiscally sound and 
operating in accordance with the law is permitted to provide a self examination of the budget. 

Mayor DelCore announced that once again, Hillsborough has met this qualification.   

Mayor DelCore explained that the self examination had specific guidelines established by the state 
Division of Local Government Services which must be met and the annual audit serves as an additional 
check on budget accounts. He noted that the self examination will reduce the workload in Trenton.  

Mayor DelCore stated that the program only allows self examination for two years, so the budget will be 
reviewed by the state Division in 2010. 

Upon motion by Committeewoman McCauley, seconded by Committeeman Suraci, the 

aforesaid resolution was unanimously approved upon call of the roll. 

 
 
2. RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A SPECIAL EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION FOR THE PREPARATION 

AND EXECUTION OF A COMPLETE REVALUATION PROGRAM AS ORDERED BY THE SOMERSET 

COUNTY BOARD OF TAXATION. 
 

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to make an Emergency Appropriation under 

N.J.S.A. 40A:4-53.b to meet certain extraordinary expenses incurred, or to be incurred, for the 

Preparation and Execution of a Complete Revaluation Program for Hillsborough Township; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:4-55.c provides that it shall be lawful to make such 

appropriation, which appropriation shall be provided for in succeeding annual budgets by the 

inclusion of an appropriation of at least one-fifth of the amount authorized pursuant to this 

act. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED (by not less than two-thirds of all governing 

body members affirmatively concurring) by the Township Committee of the Township of 

Hillsborough, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey that: 

 

1. An emergency appropriation is hereby made for a Special Emergency 

Appropriation for the  Preparation and Execution of a Complete Revaluation 

Program in the total amount of $850,000.00; 

 

2. That the Special Emergency Appropriation shall be provided for in the annual 

budgets of the next succeeding years by the inclusion of not less that 

$170,000.00; 

 

3. That the statement required by the Local Finance Board has been filed with the 

Clerk and a copy will be transmitted to the Director of the Division of Local 

Government Services; 

 

4. That two certified copies of this resolution will be filed with the Director of the 

Division of Local Government Services. 

 

Mayor DelCore stated that the Township had previously noted that while the property revaluation is a 
mandate from the County Tax Board, the funding is left to the Township.   
 
Mayor DelCore stated that the state law does permit the spread out of the payment cost over a five year 
period.  He said that this is not borrowing and that there are not any interest payments with this.   
 
Mayor DelCore made note that the Township will authorize $850,000 to cover all potential revaluation 
costs, including tax map adjustments, the appeal process, and any overtime costs in the Tax Assessor’s 
Office that is related to the revaluation.  
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Mayor DelCore also made note that the cost will be recovered by budgeting $170,000 each year or five 
years which will start in 2010. He said the law does not permit the allocation in the current budget.  
 
Mayor DelCore noted that any part of the $850,000 that is ultimately not needed when the revaluation 
process is complete would be canceled. He also stated that although this idea is far from ideal, it 
minimizes the impact of the cost of the revaluation. 
 

Upon motion by Committeeman Suraci, seconded by Deputy Mayor Wagner, the aforesaid 

resolution was unanimously approved upon call of the roll. 

 

 
3. RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT FOR PROFESSIONAL TAX REVALUATION SERVICES,  

AS ORDERED BY THE SOMERSET COUNTY BOARD OF TAXATION, TO APPRAISAL SYSTEMS, 
INC., IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE FAIR AND OPEN SELECTION PROCESS (N.J.S.A. 19:44A-
20.4-5 ET. SEQ.) AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND TOWNSHIP ADMINISTRATOR/CLERK 

TO EXECUTE A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES CONTRACT WITH SAME 
 

 WHEREAS,  on May 1, 2007, the Somerset County Board of Taxation, pursuant to 

N.J.S.A. 54:3-13, issued an Order requiring that the Township of Hillsborough perform a 

revaluation of all properties within the Township to be effective for the 2011 tax year; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the previous revaluation in the Township occurred in 1983; and 

 WHEREAS, in order to facilitate the revaluation, the Township Administrator/Clerk 

solicited requests for Proposals for professional services for tax equalization revaluation 

services through the Fair and Open Procurement process; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Township received three (3) responses for “Revaluation Services” on 

April 23, 2009, and in an effort to reduce the cost of these services for taxpayers, the three (3) 

respondents were given an opportunity to revise their original cost proposals, with the 

following results: 

 Respondent    Cost 

 

 Certified Valuations, Inc.  $782,500 

 

 Realty Appraisal Company  $789,000 

 

 Appraisal Systems, Inc.  $800,200 

 

 WHEREAS, there are six (6) criteria in the evaluation of the responses to the requests 

for Proposals, all of equal weight, as follows: 

  1. Understanding of the Requested Work 

  2. Knowledge and Technical Competence 

  3. Management, Experience and Personnel Qualifications 

  4. Ability to Complete the Services in a Timely Manner 

  5. Physical Location within New Jersey 

  6. Cost of Services  
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 WHEREAS, the Evaluation Committee utilizing the six (6) criteria determined that 

Appraisal Systems, Inc., 8 Cattano Avenue, Morristown, New Jersey is the firm with the best 

experience and qualifications to provide Revaluation Services; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the contract for “Revaluation Services” to Appraisal Systems, Inc. for a 

complete revaluation program for the Township for the 2011 tax year, is in the amount of 

$800,200; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.) and the New 

Jersey Local Unit Pay to Play Law (N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.4-5 et. seq.) requires that the resolution 

authorizing the award of contracts for “Revaluation Services” must be publicly advertised. 
 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township 

of Hillsborough, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey as follows: 

 

 1. The proposal submitted by Appraisal Systems, Inc. on April 23, 2009, is  

  hereby accepted in the amount of $800,200. 

 

 2. The Mayor and Township Administrator/Clerk are hereby authorized to  

  execute a Contract for Professional Services with Appraisal Systems, Inc. 

3. These contracts are awarded, without competitive bidding, through the  Fair 

and Open Selection Process as  “Professional Services” in accordance with N.J.S.A. 

40A:11-5(1)a of the Local Public Contracts Law and the New Jersey Local Unit Pay to 

Play Law (N.J.S.A. 19:44A-20.4-5 et. seq.) because these services will be performed by 

persons authorized by law to practice a recognized profession, whose practice is 

regulated by law, the  performance of which service requires knowledge of an advance 

type in a field of learning acquired by a prolonged formal course of specialized 

instructions as distinguished from general academic instruction or apprenticeship and 

training. 

4. The Mayor and Township Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the 

Township’s standard form of agreement for “Professional Services” and  any 

modifications thereto and related constituent documents as may be found acceptable 

by the Township Committee.  
 

 5. That this Resolution shall take effect immediately. 

 

Mayor DelCore stated that by using the competitive Fair and Open Procurement process, the Township 
had received proposals from three revaluation firms. He said that the Township had been advised to 
anticipate a cost at a range from $1 million to $1.25 million for the process. He said that the Township 
was please to see that by using the competitive process it drove the cost of the services down to $800,000 
or less. 

 Mayor DelCore said that all three firms had been interviewed and evaluated. He made note that the 
evaluation process included six criteria; understanding the work, knowledge and technical competence, 
management and experience, ability to meet deadlines, physical location of office and cost of services. 

Mayor DelCore stated that the appraisal systems had been determined to be the most qualified firm. He 
stated that this firm is substantially experienced with a good record and had performed ten revaluations 
in the Somerset County. 

Committeeman Suraci stated that the good news here is that, through the use of sound business 
practices, the Township forced a lowering of the anticipated high cost of revaluation services.  
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Committeeman Suraci stated that after the extensive examination of the responding firms, the 
Committee believed that in choosing Appraisal Systems, the Township would be naming the company 
that will ultimately be the least costly. 
 
Committeeman Suraci said that beyond the proposed cost of services, such as the costs associated with 
appeals, any delays in meeting deadlines, and in the conversion of data, had given Appraisal Systems the 
best track record.   
 
Committeeman Suraci stated that when factoring in those potential added costs, Appraisal Systems had 
the potential to be the least costly to the Township. He went on to state that the fact that the Township 
could budget the cost over a five year period, without any debt or interest, would be the most beneficial 
to taxpayers.  
  
Committeeman Suraci noted that this is still a process ordered by an outside agency and the Committee 
wanted it to be the least disruptive as possible for our residents.    
 
Committeeman Suraci discussed the requirements of the Township is going to have with the revaluation firm.     
 
Committeeman Suraci stated that first the township would like to see a presentation from the firm on the 
revaluation process here at a Township Committee meeting before they begin their work.  
 
Committeeman Suraci stated that he also wants to ensure that homeowners are neither harasses nor 
inconvenienced by the firm’s inspectors.  
  

 Committeeman Suraci stated that there should be optional weeknight inspections as well as Saturday and Sunday 
inspections. He said that it is unfair for residents to have to take off work for this process and he would like to see 
this as customer friendly as possible.  He stated that inspectors will be expected to be as courteous as possible when 
contacting homeowners as well.  
  
 Committeeman Suraci said that many of the other Committee members, as well as Township residences, may have 
additional thoughts and questions about this process. He asked that Mr. Davis arrange for the revaluations firms’ 
representatives to appear at an upcoming Township Committee meeting prior to the start of the program. 
  
Committeeman Suraci also thanked Debra Blaney, the Township Tax Assessor, for the outstanding work she did in 
researching the background on each of the three respondents.   
  
Upon motion by Committeeman Suraci, seconded by Committeewoman McCauley, the

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township 

of Hillsborough, in the County of Somerset and State of New Jersey on this 9th day of June, 

2009, as follows: 

 

1. The Hillsborough Township Tax Collector is hereby authorized and directed to prepare 

and issue estimated tax bills for the Township for the third installment of 2009 taxes.  The 

Tax Collector shall proceed upon approval from the Director and take such actions as are 

permitted and required by P.L. 1994, c. 72 (N.J.S.A. 54:4-66.2 and 54.4-66.3). 

 

2. The entire estimated tax levy for 2009 is hereby set at $114,816,728.86. 

 

3. In accordance with law the third installment of 2009 taxes shall not be subject to interest 

until the later of August 10th or the twenty-fifth calendar day after the date the estimated 

tax bills were mailed.
