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3rd Quarter Estimated
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Summer has arrived and many homeowners may want to improve their
property by adding or removing soil.

The Engineering Department is advising residents to be cautious about
accepting soil for their property. Some have accepted soil from locations
which could possibly contain debris, rubble or other contaminants. In
one case, a resident accepted “free” soil which ended up being
contaminated material. The homeowner had to pay to have the soil
removed and afterwards learned the soil was from a construction site.
The free soil turned out to be a very expensive undertaking. It is
recommended you purchase soil from an approved soil supplier or
make sure they are certified by the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection Agency.

Hillsborough Township has a Soil Permit Ordinance designed to protect
residents against such occurrences. It prohibits the importation of soil
without first obtaining approval from the Engineering Department. If the
soil is from an unknown source lab testing of the soil will be necessary. If
you are thinking of improving your property, before you either remove or
accept soil, dirt or other fill material, be sure to contact the Engineering
Department to advise and obtain the proper permit. The Hillsborough
Engineering Office can be reached at 908-369-4460.

Following the proper procedures can save residents from significant
costs associated with removal of contaminated soil as well as
preventing penalties.

The 3rd Quarter estimated taxes were mailed on July 11th. These bills
only reflect the amount due for the 3rd quarter until the Township
receives the certified tax rate from the county. If you earned a Shop
Hillsborough credit, this bill will reflect that reduction. Please be aware
the estimated tax bill is a single sheet that is pink and white, and that
paymentis due no later than August 10th.

Recently, the Health Department was informed that there were 2 recalls
of commonly consumed food products that residents should be aware
of. Recalled items include certain types of Ritz Crackers, and certain
types of Pepperidge Farms Goldfish Crackers. Residents can check the
link to the Food and Drug Administration website on the Hillsborough
Township website under the Health Department: www.hillsborough-
nj.org. Please go to “Departments”, “Health Department” and you will
see “Food and Drug Recalls” listed on the left side. This site takes you to
the FDA website for further information.
