Primary Election Update:

June 16th is the last day to register to vote in the July Primary.

The Primary will be held on July 7th and voting by mail (VBM) for the primary is
encouraged.

All registered Democratic voters will receive a Democratic Mail In Ballot, with
pre-paid postage.

All registered Republican voters will receive a Republican Mail In Ballot, with
pre-paid postage.

All registered unaffiliated and inactive voters will receive a Mail In Ballot
Application, with pre-paid postage.

To receive the ballot by mail, the application must be received by the County
Clerk seven (7) days prior to the election. A voter may also return the application
in person to the County Clerk until Election Day, but the voted ballot must be
returned by 8 pm. The County Clerk cannot accept faxed or emailed copies of a
Application for Vote by Mail Ballot, unless you are a Military or Overseas Voter,
since an original signature is required.

There will be drop boxes located in several locations throughout the County. All
voted ballots must be in a drop box, returned to the Board of Elections or
postmarked by 8 pm on Election Day.

IMPORTANT TO NOTE: In person voting will be via provisional ballot only,
unless the voter is visually impaired or otherwise certifies to a disability which
requires an accessible voting machine.

All other voters who visit a polling location will be required to vote on a
provisional ballot.

The
Long Term Care and Assisted Living Facilities utilize many different labs, State, out-of-
state and private, therefore, their numbers are not completely reflected in the total
Hillsborough numbers from the State system at this time. That withstanding, you
cannot simply add the two sets of numbers either to get a total case count, as some of
the LTC/ALF numbers are counted in the State system.
