A voter may also return the application
in person to the County Clerk until Election Day, but the voted ballot must be
returned by 8 pm. The County Clerk cannot accept faxed or emailed copies of a
Application for Vote by Mail Ballot, unless you are a Military or Overseas Voter,
since an original signature is required.

¢ There will be drop boxes located in several locations throughout the County. All
voted ballots must be in a drop box, returned to the Board of Elections or
postmarked by 8 pm on Election Day.

e IMPORTANT TO NOTE: In person voting will be via provisional ballot only,
unless the voter is visually impaired or otherwise certifies to a disability which
requires an accessible voting machine.

o All other voters who visit a polling location will be required to vote on a
provisional ballot.
