Governor Murphy's Update Regarding All Indoor Retail Shopping Malls,
Amusement Parks, and Amusement Centers Across New Jersey

amusement centers across New Jersey until the current emergency ends. Restaurants which are
located within malls, and which also have their own entrances separate from the general mall
entrances, may remain open for takeout or delivery only.
