Tax Rate Reduced in Township’s 2021 Adopted
Municipal Budget Municipal Taxes

Hillsborough Township adopted the 2021 municipal
budget at the June 22nd Township Committee meeting,
with a tax reduction and a taxpayer savings of $792,424.
“Hillsborough saw no reduction in revenue, despite the
COVID-19 Pandemic, unlike many surrounding
municipalities,” stated CFO Nancy Costa.

“This budget is the direct result of our dedicated staff. For
Hillsborough to not have any revenue reduction, even during the pandemic, is no small
feat. Fiscal responsibility is evidenced by our prudent spending and that deviation of all
our employees regarding municipal operations,” stated Mayor Shawn Lipani.
