Hillsborough Township will hold the Annual
Purple Heart Ceremony on Saturday, August
7th at 9:00 am at the Garden of Honor on the
Grounds of the Municipal Complex.

The Purple Heart, the most recognized medal
of the armed forces, is awarded to those
serving in the armed forces that are injured or
killed while serving in combat. It was originally
introduced by George Washington as the
Badge of Military Merit in 1782. It is the oldest
military award given to U.S. military members.

At the first Purple Heart Ceremony held in
Hillsborough in 2012, a Purple Heart
Monument was dedicated to the Township that
resides at the Garden of Honor by Chapter 27 of the Military Order of the Purple Heart.

Bridge Closure

Beginning Monday, August 9th, County Bridge
B0301 on Zion-Wertsville Road, will be closed
for rehabilitation. The bridge closure will be in
effect for approximately 113 days. Please plan
an alternate route or follow the posted detour
signs.

Help is on the way for Somerset County
residents battling substance use addiction
and mental health issues. Somerset County
Prosecutor Michael Robertson unveiled a
new mobile van that will roll up, by
appointment, 24 hours a day, directly to
residents' homes and businesses to offer
help.

"The goal of this vehicle is simply to visit those that are in need," said Robertson at a
press conference on Tuesday morning. "There are often times people who are
reluctant, maybe ashamed, embarrassed, by what they are dealing with and are
hesitant to come to resources that are available in the county. So we thought what
better way to serve them than to go to them."
