This includes swales, drainage
ditches, streams, etc. If the area where the easement is located needs attention due to
down trees, silted, blocked, or settled surfaces, the maintenance is handled by the
private property owner.

Consumers will still be able to purchase packages of straws

boxes, after Nov. 4. This is a prelude to the May 4, 2022 ban on plastic bags and paper
bags.

If we do not recycle properly, much of it can

wind up in a landfill.

Purchasers of recyclables only pay for material that is clean, dry and
free of any contaminants (items that cannot be recycled that are
mixed in). When recyclable materials are wet, dirty, or are mixed
with non-recyclable material, the entire load, including materials

that are recyclable, will be disposed of in a landfill as it is too costly

to sort through what is usable and what is not.

e DO remove caps on plastic bottles and put them in the
trash. They cannot be recycled.

e DON'T recycle wet cardboard and pizza boxes. Cardboard
must be dry and clean. You can tear off any greasy or wet
parts and recycle the rest.

e DON'T recycle broken glass. It contaminates other
recyclables and jams recycling machines.

« DON!T put recycling into plastic bags. They cause jams
and delays in recycling processing.

« DON'T recycle small,_long, thin plastic or metal items like
wire, wire hangers, strips of plastic, etc. They cause costly
recycling equipment shutdowns.

e DO remember, if you are not 100% sure if the item is
recyclable, "WHEN IN DOUBT, THROW IT QUT!",
