Driver Licenses: Renew the license, obtain a duplicate license, change name or
address on license, add a boat endorsement, add a veteran designation, register to
vote and/or make organ donation selections.

Non-Driver Identification Cards: Photo identification that may then serve as a
primary or secondary form of personal ID.

Registrations: Renew registration or obtain a duplicate registration card.

REAL ID: For REAL ID, please arrive no later than noon.

License Plates: Surrender license plates.

Placards: Persons with a Disability, Purple Heart, or Disabled Veteran can obtain a
placard.

Examination Permits: Apply for an examination permit to take a written knowledge
test. The written test itself is not available.
