Hillsborough residents, please check your mailboxes for reflective
street numbers. Township Ordinance requires that the house number
be visible on the actual house. However, with some houses being set
back far from the road in an effort for emergency responders to be able
to determine proper addresses when responding, residents are
encouraged to have reflective numbers on both sides of their mailboxes
so that the house number is visible in both directions of the roadway.

Keep your vehicles locked at all
times and remove valuables, but if you must leave a purse or other
valuables in your vehicle, at least lock them in your trunk where they are
out of sight. Itis better not to leave valuables in your car.
