Reminders from Hillsborough Police Department:

Be Aware Of Contact Tracing Scams

State and Local Officials are warning residents to be aware of contact tracing

scams. In no instance would a legitimate contact tracing analyst ask you for your social
security number nor your bank information. Therefore, if that information is attempted to
be ascertained by a Contact Tracer DO NOT PROVIDE IT, as that is a scam.

In the case of a legitimate Contact Tracer Analyst reaching out to you the type of
information they would be obtaining would be related to your symptoms, who you have
been in contact with, including where you work and who you live with.

Again, do not provide your Social Security Number nor your banking information to
anyone over the telephone.

A Contact Tracer Analyst would not TEXT you either. If you receive those types of
TEXT messages, delete them.
